At the recent Capacity Balkans Meeting that took place 

on April 27th & 28th in Bucharest, DE-CIX welcomed 

another customer from Bulgaria – Global Communication  

Net EAD (GCN). 

  

GCN was established in 2006 and is one of the leading 

alternative telecom operators in Bulgaria. Based on 

it’s own national fiber-optic backbone of more than 

2100 km – connecting the key cities in Bulgaria and 

surrounding countries, GCN is able to offer the latest 

telecommunication services on National and International 

circuits over SDH and DWDM architectures.

  

GCN has started a planned expansion of its network 

and business in the neighbour Balkan countries.  

The company’s future strategy includes establishing  

connection to fiber-optic networks  in Macedonia, Albania 

and Kosovo,  which GCN will construct. 

  

GCN will connect to DE-CIX via Ancotel at the DE-CIX4 

switching site in the western part of Frankfurt.
